In the Youth Group we’ve been working our way 
through Mark’s Gospel as we talk about what it 
means to follow Christ.  Last week we looked at 
chapter three, and especially verses 20-35.  This 
section is really two stories in one: an account of 
the physical family of Jesus as they try to grab 
Him and take Him home with them, and a narra-
tive of the teachers of the Law who accuse Jesus 
of driving out demons by the power of Satan, 
which is “sandwiched” by the family story.  The 
two are very similar and have basically the same 
point.  Jesus’ family says that He is out of His 
mind, while the teachers of the Law claim that He 
is possessed.  In both cases the people who should 
have known best who Jesus is got it completely 
wrong, and Jesus’ answer to both is very blunt.  
To the teachers of the Law He says I have come 
into Satan's turf and I am defeating Him by the 
power of the Holy Spirit—make sure you don’t 
blaspheme by saying otherwise.  And concerning 
His family He says my family isn’t made up of 
those physically related to me, rather, those who 
do the will of my Father are my real family—the 
Kingdom of God.  To Christians in the first      
century, this passage in Mark’s Gospel must have 
been a source of great comfort.  As they were  
increasingly pushed to the edges of society, 
preached against by religious teachers, and occa-
sionally forsaken by their families, the reminder 
that the Lord Jesus had told them that acceptance 
was not the mark of a disciple, but rather devotion 
to God would have been very encouraging.  For us 
this passage may be an encouragement, but it is 
also a challenge, as we try to understand and live 
out what it means to be part of the Kingdom of 
God in a world where religious beliefs are often 
separated from daily life—at work, in school, and 
in our interactions with family and friends.  Our 
challenge is to remember that to be in the King-
dom, to be in the family of Christ, is to do the will 
of the Father every day, and in everything.  May 
God bless us as we seek to serve Him.
