Silent Cry! 

It is a routine day at the grocery store as you 
notice a three year old little girl wondering 
through the produce section by herself.  You won-
der if she is alone, lost, and in danger of being 
snatched away by a stranger.  What should you do 
as you watch in curiosity and confusion?  You 
think of the consequences of over reacting, but 
seek courage to intervene.  Others are available as 
you look around begging them to do something as 
you notice them turning away when the automatic 
doors open exposing the approaching little girl to 
an evil world.  She is innocent as a lamb ap-
proaching the threshold of the lion’s mouth. 

None of you reading these words would let 
her walk out the door without rallying the man-
ager, a cell phone, and others to help save this 
delicate creation of God.  I doubt you would com-
plain about her dirty hair or the crumbs of the 
cookie in her hand making a mess on the floor.  
God is depending on you to summon his call of 
love, compassion, courage, and righteous action 
within you to rescue this precious life. 

How much more precious is the eternal life of 
your brother or sister in Christ?  “remember this: 
Whoever turns a sinner from the error of his way 
will save him from death and cover over a multi-
tude of sins.”  James 5:20.  How much more im-
portant is an eternal soul in the Lord’s Church 
than nit picking¹ about dirt in the building?  God 
has made sacrificial efforts to alter our course to-
wards a dangerous destination, but requires our 
courage and discipline to help each other. 

Discipline is a difficult word for us, but an 
action required if we truly love.  “And you have 
forgotten that word of encouragement that ad-
dresses you as sons: My son, do not make light of 
the Lord's discipline, and do not lose heart when 
he rebukes you, because the Lord disciplines those 
he loves, and he punishes everyone he accepts as a 
son."  Hebrews 12:5-6.  Discipline is encourage-
ment that hope exists in Jesus, the Son of God 
through you.
