For most of the summer, the youth group and I 
have been working our way through Mark’s gospel, 
asking questions about what it means for Jesus to 
be the Messiah, and how following Him changes 
our lives.  In chapter seven of the book, we en-
counter a story that I think many of us are a little 
uncomfortable with: Jesus’ interaction with a 
woman from Syrian Phoenicia.  In this episode, the 
woman comes to Jesus and begs Him to heal her 
daughter, who was possessed by an evil Spirit.  
Jesus’ response is somewhat unsettling: “First let 
the children eat all they want, for it is not right to 
take the children’s bread and toss it to the dogs.”  
Scholars have attempted to explain away the ap-
parent insult, perhaps most compellingly with the 
idea that the woman’s identity as a member of a 
nation that had historically oppressed the Israelites 
prompted the statement.  In any case, Jesus’ reply 
is in reality a “double test” for the woman: does she 
understand who He is, and will she submit to one 
of possibly lower class.  In her response is a lesson 
for us, “Lord, even the dogs under the table eat the 
children’s crumbs.”  First, she is willing to acknowl-
edge her need for this Galilean carpenter, and to 
bow her knee to Him and declare that He is her 
Lord, and second, she understands about the 
bread—even a crumb of Jesus’ “bread” is enough 
to heal her daughter, a reality which contrasts 
sharply with the disciples’ failure to understand that 
Jesus as Messiah has the power to produce as 
much bread as He pleases, both physical and spiri-
tual.  For her reply, Jesus heals her daughter.   
 As we seek to follow in the footsteps of this 
unlikely example of faith, we too must constantly 
bow before Jesus and declare Him Lord, no matter 
what our status may be, and we must remember 
that Jesus alone has the power to heal and forgive 
and restore, and that He has that power in abun-
dance.  May God give us the strength to trust Him 
and wait patiently for His deliverance.
